The bean bag chair is made up of six panels. E
continuous Zards of fabric will yield 2 panels,
with a bit left over.

2) Sew the panels:

With right sides facing, sew two panels
together along one
start and stop your stitalg at
approxi mat eltgpasd 8¢
bottompoints.

Iron the seams in one direction. Do NC
iron them open, as this creates a weak
seam. If you have a serger, use it now
not, dondét worry ¢

I like to reinforce the stitching by
topstitching the ironed seam in place.

Sew thesecond and third panels togetht
along one side. You now have halfa
bean bag chair!

Set this aside and sew the three
remaining panels the same way.
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Now youdl |l att ®Withh
right sices facing, sew the third and
fourth panels together. It can get a bit
bul ky at the point
making them perfect, as they will be
covered up later anyway.

3) Create the closure:

The outer cover will use a hook and loc &,
closue to allow for easy removal for ]
laundering. The inner cover needs to b
closed in the following way: Sew tfiest
andsixthpanels together leavingtan
inch opening for turning right side out
andfor filling. Apply the appliqués (stef
4), then fill. After filling, it should be
handstitched closed.

Fold the strip over to the other side of tl
panel so thathe loop tape is now facing
up. Fingempress italong the edgand
sew in place, backstitching when you
start and stop.

For the othepanel, dahe same thing
create the strip, attach the hook tape,
center it, pin it in place and sew with
hook tapdacing down.
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Instead of turning it to the other side of
the panel, however, the hook tape neec
to remain facing up Make it behave by
finger pressing the seam so thalies
under the panel. Topstitch it in place.

Place the tojand bottom pieces right
sides together.

Stitch around the circle and pink the
edges.

Carefully pull the two fabric layers apar
and cut alg in the bottom piece. Do no
cut through any stitching. Turn the circ
right side outhrough the slit

Press it flatYou may need to fiddle with
it a bit to get the edges smooth.
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
