
How to  make a set of four 12” x18” placemats
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2.  Layer fabric A and fabric B with right sides
together. Align all the raw edges.

3.  Place the batting on top of the fabrics. 4.  Pin all edges together.  Place the pins
perpindicular to the edges of the fabric. 

5. Use a sewing machine to stitch 1/4” around
the edge of the rectangle. Remove the pins
before stitching over them. 

9. Carefully stitch around all four sides 1/8”
from the edge for a crisp �nish. 

10. Quilt the placemat with your favorite
design. We chose diagonal straight lines.

Congratulations! You did it.  
Repeat three more times to make four
placemats.

1.  For one placemat, cut out  an 18.5” x 12.5”
rectangle from the top fabric, backing fabric
and batting.

6. Leave a small 3” opening for turning. Trim
the corners at a 45� angle to reduce the bulk.

���t�� You will need 3/4 yard each of two fabric prints.  (we used CX4924 Multi Mod Holiday for fabric A and SC5333 Aqua for fabric B)
���t������������yard of batting and matching thread.

Turn the placemat to the right side through 
the opening. 

Fold the seam allowance of the opening to 
the inside. Pin to secure. Press all edges of the 
placemat.
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
