Sew [20] sets of [2] 6%2" squares and sew each to a Four-Patch unit.
Make [20] blocks.

Sew [36] pairs of 32" x 62" rectangles. Sew [2] sets of [10] pairs

together for side borders. Sew [2] sets of [8] together for top and bottom
borders. Add a Four-Patch to each end of top and bottom borders.

Following Diagram 3, arrange blocks and sew together in horizontal
rows. You will have [5] rows of [4] blocks each. Add side borders
and press toward borders. Add top and bottom borders and press
toward borders. Quilt, bind and enjoy!
