Honey Comb Center Assembly Instructions:

1) Place one 1-1/2" CX4533 Herb square on the upper left corner of one 3-1/2" x
8-1/2" CX4531 Honey strip, right sides together (fig. 1). Sew across the diagonal
of the square from the upper right corner to lower left corner (fig. 1). Flip open
the triangle formed and press. Trim the excess fabric leaving a 1/4" seam
allowance.

2) Place a second 1-1/2" CX4533 Herb square on the upper right corner of one
3-1/2" x 8-1/2" CX4531 Honey strip (fig. 2). Sew across the diagonal of the square
from the upper left corner to lower right corner (fig. 2). Flip open the triangle
formed and press. Trim the excess fabric leaving a 1/4" seam allowance to make
the top layer of honey comb (fig. 3).

3) Repeat Steps 1 and 2, with remaining 1-1/2" CX4533 Herb squares and remaining
3-1/2" CX4531 Honey strips to make the remaining four honey comb layers.

4) Sew one 2-1/2" x 3-1/2" CX4533 Herb strip on each end of the 3-1/2" x 16-1/2"

honey comb layer. Sew one 3-1/2" CX4533 Herb square on each end of the

3-1/2" x 14-1/2" honey comb layer. Sew one 3-1/2" x 4-1/2" CX4533 Herb strip on

each end of the 3-1/2" x 12-1/2" honey comb layer. Sew one 3-1/2" x 4-1/2"

CX4533 Herb strip on each end of the 3-1/2" x 10-1/2" honey comb layer. Sew

one 3-1/2" x 6-1/2" CX4533 Herb strip on each end of the 3-1/2" x 8-1/2"

honey comb layer.

Honey Comb Center Assembly Instructions (continued):

5) Refer to the quilt photo to sew together the five honey comb layers, going from
the longest strip to shortest strip. Sew the 5-1/2" x 20-1/2" CX4533 Herb strip
to the top of the sewn honey comb to make one 20-1/2" center square.

6) Following the manufacturer's instructions and trace the bee templates onto the
paper side of the fusible web. Roughly cut out the templates 1/8" outside of the
drawn lines.

7) Press the templates onto the back side of the listed fabrics. Cut out each shape on
the drawn lines.

8) Refer to the quilt photo to arrange the bees around the honey comb center.

Press in place. NOTE if you have an applique pressing sheet, you can assemble the
bees on the applique pressing sheet before pressing them to the center.

9) Finish the raw edges with a decorative stitch such as a satin or buttonhole stitch.

10) Sew one 1" x 20-1/2" Jet Brown strip to each side of the honey comb center. Sew

one 1"x 21-1/2" Jet Brown strip to the top and bottom of the honey comb center.

11) Sew one 2" x 21-1/2" CX4530 Cocoa strip to each side of the honey comb center.
Sew one 2" x 24-1/2" CX4530 Cocoa Strip to the top and bottom of the honey
comb center.

Block Assembly Instructions:

12) Sew one 2-1/2" x 42" CX4533 Honey strip to the left side of one 2-1/2" x 42"
CX4534 Poppy strip, lengthwise. Sew one 2-1/2" x 42" CX4532 Herb strip to the
right side of the CX4534 Poppy strip, lengthwise to make one Strip Set A. Repeat
to make four strip sets.

13) Cut the four A Strip sets into twenty-four 6-1/2" squares to make Block A.

14) Sew one 2-1/2" x 42" CX4533 Cocoa strip to the left side of one 2-1/2" x 42"
CX4534 Herb strip, lengthwise. Sew one 2-1/2" x 42" CX4532 Poppy strip to the
right side of the CX4534 Herb strip, lengthwise to make one Strip Set B. Repeat
to make four strip sets.

15) Cut the four B Strip sets into twenty-four 6-1/2" squares to make Block B.

Quilt Top Assembly Instructions:

16) Refer to the quilt photo for block orientation and placement to lay out the
twenty-four Block A squares, twenty-four Block B squares and Honey Comb center
square. Sew the blocks into rows. Sew the rows together to make the quilt top.

17) Sew one 1-1/2" x 48-1/2" Jet Brown strip to each side of the quilt top. Sew one
1-1/2" x 50-1/2" Jet Brown strip to the top and bottom of the quilt top.

18) Sew one 2-1/2" x 50-1/2" CX4530 Cocoa strip to each side of the quilt top. Sew one
2-1/2" x 54-1/2" CX4530 Cocoa strip to the top and bottom of the quilt top.

19) Layer and quilt as desired.

20) Bind the quilt using your favorite method using the 2-1/2" x 42" Jet Brown strips.
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NOTE: When arranging the Bees, our sample has three
bees facing right and two bees facing left. This was done
by changing the wings position.
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
