The enclosed 
directions were used in  the construction of the original quilt.

Directions
	
Piece together 24 1/2” long strips in the following order:
A, B, - 3 1/2”, C, D, E, - 2”, F, B, - 4 1/2”, A, E, - 1 1/2” G, H, C, B, - 3 
1/2”, C, D, E, - 2”, F, B, - 4 1/2”, A, E, - 1 1/2”, G, H, C, B, - 3 1/2”, A.

Trace one each of three crowns onto the paper side of the fusible web.  
Folllowing manufacturer’s directions, iron fusible web onto the wrong 
side of CM0376-Butterscotch.  Cut out.  Remove paper backing.  Place 
crowns evenly spaced on CX4521 - 51 1/2” panel.  Iron in place.  Ma-
chine satin stitch all raw edges.

Rough cut (2) small medallions from CM4403.  Back with fusible web as 
in step #2.  Cut out.  Place on CX4521 panel between crowns as shown.  
Machine applique in place.  OPTIONAL: Use metallic gold thread

To assemble quilt top sew one CX4528 - Breeze 51 1/2” strip to each 
side of the pieced 24 1/2” panel.  Add the crown panel to the right side.  
Sew remaining CX4528 - Breeze 51 1/2” strip to the right side of the 
crown panel.

Trace one each of six tulip petals onto the fusible web as in step #2.  
Iron onto the back of CX4350.  Cut out.  Remove paper.

Trace one of each leaf pattern and one 1 1/4” x 34” strip onto fusible 
web.  Iron onto CX4521 - Black.  Cut out. Remove paper.

Arrange tulip petals, stem and leaves as shown.  Fuse in place.  Curve 
stem lightly as it is pressed in place.  Machine applique all raw edges to 
finish.

Layer backing, batting, and quilt top.  Baste.
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Quilt as desired.

Bind top and sides of quilt.

For the tabs, from leftover fabric, cut (9) 4” x 6” pieces.  With right sides 
together place CM4507 4” x 6” pieces on top.  Stitch sides and around 
tip of each medallion.  Leave top open.  Trim away excess fabric to a 
scant 1/4” seam allowance.  Turn tab to the right side.  Press.  Make (9) 
total.

Place tabs right sides together on top of the bottom edge of the quilt.  
Align all raw edges.  Evenly space the tabs.

Place CX4528 - Breeze 37” strip on top of tabs, right side against the 
quilt.  Stitch in place.  Press tabs to the back.  Turn under all raw edges 
and handstitch CX4528 - Breeze strip to the back of the quilt.  Tabs hang 
freely from the bottom of the quilt.
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
