CX3586 Blue  1-1/8 yard Cut one 30-1/2” square and one 
     4-1/2“ x 40-1/2” strip. See instructions for
     cutting outer borders.
CX3071 Green  5/8 yard  Cut one 15-1/2“ x 30-1/2”  and one 
     4-1/2“ x 40-1/2” strip. See instructions for
     cutting outer borders.
CX0482 Starfruit  1/6 yard  Refer to the print on the fabric and cut
     four strips 5-checks wide. Sub-cut the 
     strips into two 5-check x 42-1/2“ and two
     5-check x 30-1/2” strips.
CX3585 Green  Fat Quarter Cut one 9“ x 22” strip. See instructions
     for cutting outer borders.
CX3060 Yellow  Fat Quarter Cut one 7-1/2“ square. See instructions to
     cut Sun Rays.
CX3060 Moss  Fat Quarter See instructions to cut leaves and stems.
CX3060 Sunset  9” x 12“ piece See instructions to cut small flowers.
CX3060 Lava  10” square See instructions to cut sunflowers
CX3060 Berry  8“ square See instructions to cut tulip petals.
CX1065 Apple  2” x 5“ piece See instructions to cut the caterpillar.


You will also need:
54” x 54” backing 
54” x 54” batting
Threads to match Optional: Metallic Silver machine embroidery thread
Scissors, straight pins, acrylic ruler, mat, rotary cutter
Fusible Web


Assembly Instructions:
01)  Place the 30-1/2” CX3586 square right side up on a table. Refer to the quilt 
        photo and place the 9” x 22” CX3585 piece on top of the CX3586 piece. Free-
        hand cut a curved edge along the top of the CX3585 piece. Turn under the
        curved edge 1/4” and top stitch the CX3585 piece to the CX3586 piece. Trim
        away the excess fabric from the back.
02)  Repeat Step 1 with the 15-1/2” x 30-1/2” CX3071 piece to make the background.
        Trim the background to measure 30-1/2” x 40-1/2”.
03)  Following the manufacturer’s instructions, trace the listed number of templates
        onto the paper side of the fusible web. Roughly cut out the templates outside 
        the drawn lines. Press the templates to the backside of the listed fabrics and cut 
        out each shape on the drawn lines. 
04)  For the stems, cut one piece of CX3060 moss 4” x 18”. Press fusible web to the
        back side of the fabric. Cut two stems diagonally to measure 1/2” x 17”  and 
        1/2” x 13” .
05)  For the Sun, take the 7-1/2” CX3060 Yellow square, free-hand draw a curve 
        across the diagonal. Cut on the drawn line.
06)  Refer to the quilt photo to position and press the �owers, leaves, sun and
        rays to the quilt top. Finish the raw edges with a decorative stitch such as 
        a satin or buttonhole stitch.
07)  Sew one 5-check x 30-1/2” strip to the top and bottom of the quilt top. Sew 
        one 5-checkx 42-1/2” strip to each side of the quilt top. 
08)  For the right side outer border, Cut 4-1/2” strips from CX3586 Blue and CX3071
        Green. Sew the strips together along the 4-1/2” side. Align the seam with the
        quilt top to match the background seam between the ground and the sky.
        Pin the border in place and trim to measure 4-1/2” x 40-1/2”. Sew the border
        to the quilt top.
09)  Repeat with the left side, making sure to add a piece CX3585 when necessary.
10)  Layer and quilt as desired.
11)  For the binding, Cut 2-1/4” wide strips from the outer border fabrics piece the
        strips to match the outer border and bind as desired.
