Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of (1) é 2" Fabric A square.
Place the Fabric A square with (1) 6 2" Fabric P square, RST and edges aligned.

Sew a V4" away from both sides of the drawn diagonal line. Then, cut along the drawn diagonal line
creating (2) HST units.

Trim HST units to measure 6" x 6" unfinished.

Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of (2) 5" Fabric A squares. Set (1) Fabric A square aside for
Step 13.

Place (1) Fabric A square onto the left corner of (1) 9 4" x 5" Fabric O rectangle as shown. Note the
orientation of the drawn diagonal line.

Sew along the drawn diagonal line. Then, trim excess corner fabric from the bottom left corner to
a V4". Press toward the corner to begin the left leaf unit. The left leaf unit should measure 9 /4" x 5"
unfinished at this step.

Place (1) 5" x 7" Fabric P rectangle onto your workstation upright as shown below.

Measure 5" from the top of the rectangle and mark a line across the rectangle on the wrong side.
Then, mark a diagonal line from the top left corner of the rectangle to the bottom right corner where
the 5" mark meets with the right raw edge of the rectangle as shown.

Place the marked Fabric P rectangle onto the right corner of the Fabric O rectangle, RST. Excess
fabric should hang over the bottom of the Fabric O rectangle.

Sew along the drawn diagonal line. Then, trim excess corner fabric from the top right corner to a V4".
Press toward the corner.

. The Fabric P rectangle is oversized. Trim the left leaf unit to measure 10 V4" x 5" unfinished, trimming

only from the right side.

Although measurements for Fabric A,
Fabric O and Fabric P pieces are different, assembly methods remain the same. Reference the

diagram for the size of the squares and rectangles required. Trim left and right leaf units for the Small
Pineapple Blocks to measure 5” x 2 '»" unfinished.

M. There should be (21) pineapple units measuring 2 2" x 11" unfinished.

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Arrange (2) HST units, (1) of each left and right leaf unit, (1) pineapple unit and (2) 2 /2" x 3" Fabric A
rectangles to form (1) Small Pineapple Block.
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Repeat block assembly methods described in Steps 16-17 to create (1) Small Pineapple Block. Once
complete, the Small Pineapple Block should measure 9 /2" x 15 12" unfinished.

Arrange Small Pineapple Blocks and the Large Pineapple Block as shown in the diagram on Page 8.
Pineapple Blocks are labeled with a fabric label (Fabrics B-N) for their location within the quilt. Place
assorted Fabric A rectangles varying in size in blank spaces around the Pineapple Blocks. Reference
the diagram for the size of each Fabric A rectangle.

Place (1) 2" x 152" Fabric A sashing rectangle vertically in between each Small Pineapple Block.
Arrange sashing rows in between each Pineapple Block row using 2" Fabric A cornerstone squares
and 2" x 9 2" Fabric A sashing rectangles. Note the differences between sashing rows throughout
the quilt fop and around the Large Pineapple Block. (Please note: Sashing rectangles, cornerstone
squares and background are all cut from Fabric A. Fabric A cornerstone squares are used to assist in
properly aligning the blocks from row to row for a neat appearance.)

Sew Pineapple Block rows together, pressing seams toward the sashing rectangles and Fabric A
rectanglesinrows 1, 3 and 5.

Sew sashing rows together, pressing seams toward the sashing rectangles.

Sew Pineapple Block and sashing rows together, using pins to align and nestle seams. Note that the
Large Pineapple Block is sewn to the right side of rows 4 and 5. Press seams toward the sashing rows.
The quilt fop should measure 62" x 81 V2" unfinished at this step.

Attach (1) 12" x 81 2" Fabric A Side Border to both sides of the quilt top. Press outward after
attaching each border. Then, attach (1) 1 2" x 64" Fabric A Top/Bottom Border to the top and
bottom of the quilt fop fo complete assembly. The quilt fop should measure 64" x 83 V2" unfinished.
